ORDERS: 
 
Article 1: Purpose  
 
This decision determines the conditions to be fulfilled by operators 
carrying out the business of  goods transport on Rwandan roads.  
 
Article 2 : Scope of application 
 
This decision governs private and public investors operating or 
wishing to operate goods transport business in Rwanda. 
 
However any applicant who is not a resident of Rwanda and not 
engaged in the business   of transport of Goods, he should not be 
granted License unless he has established a place of the said business 
in Rwanda. 
 
An individual without a permanent address in Rwanda but who intends 
to carry goods across Rwandan roads shall be required to hold a 
Transit License issued by the Regulatory Agency. 
 
Article 3: Requirements of a goods transport vehicle. 
 
Every vehicle intended for goods transportation must fulfill the 
following:  
 
1. Anchorage points fixed all around the vehicle platform on which 

the suitable rope hooks are tied;  
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2. Ubushobozi bwa buri kuma bugomba kugaragara ku 
kinyabiziga kandi uruganda cyangwa uwagikoze agatanga 
amakuru ajyanye n’ubushobozi bwa buri kuma;

5. Bitewe n’ingano y’ikinyabiziga n’ibintu gipakiye, buri 
kinyabiziga gitwara ibintu kandi gifunguye, kigomba kugira 
shitingi itwikira ibyikorewe byose;  

6. Mu itwikira ry’ibintu hakoreshejwe shitingi no mu ihambirwa 
ry’ibintu, umushoramari agomba gukora kuburyo imigozi 
iziritse neza kandi amatara, retroviseur,  ibyapa n’ibimenyetso 
by’inyuma bidakingirizwa n’ibikoresho byavuzwe hejuru. 

 
7. Nta ntoboro cyangwa ibiremo bidafashe bigomba kugaragara 

kuri shitingi byateza ibibazo abandi bakoresha umuhanda. 

 

2. The capacity of each anchorage point should be indicated on the 
vehicle and the vehicle manufacturer or bodybuilder should 
provide information on the capacity of each anchorage point; 

3. Ropes hooked, welded or well bolted to the underside of the side 
rail or outriggers of the vehicle platform;  
 

4. Depending on the type and composition of the load to be carried, 
operator should equip himself with the correct securing equipment 
for the types of load carried and where general cargoes are carried 
various types should be available. These include; Clamps, special 
bolts, steel wire ropes, chains, webbing harnesses, sheets, nets, 
ropes and shoring bars. These must be strong enough for the 
weight of loads carried; 

 

5. Depending on the size of the vehicle and the goods carried, every 
open goods transport vehicle must have a sheeting to cover all the 
carried items; 
 

6. While covering the items with a tent and tying the carried items, 
the operator must ensure that all loose rope ends have been tied up 
and that the lights, reflectors, number plates and rear markings 
have not been obscured by any part of the above equipments. 

 
7.  There should be no loose flaps or tears in the sheet, which might 

cause danger to other road users when the vehicle is moving.

 Article 4. Loading Instructions 

a. Before a vehicle is loaded, it should be checked to ensure that 
its load platform, bodywork, and anchorage points (and twist 
locks where fitted), are appropriate for the load, and are in a 
sound and serviceable condition; 

b. The maximum permitted gross vehicle weight and axle weights 
must not be exceeded; 

c. The load centre of gravity must be kept as low as possible to 
achieve maximum stability when the vehicle is braked, or 
accelerated or changes direction; 

d.  Where a part of the load is to be picked up or removed in the 
course of a journey, the effect on gross weight, individual axle 
weights and on the securing and stability of the load must not 
be overlooked; 

Article.5. Loading arrangements.  

1. When loading rolls, drums or cylindrical items, additional 
dunnages, stopping blocks or wedges should be used to avoid 
rolling tendencies of the items; 

2. Boxes must be loaded with help of at least one lashing for each 
row of boxes across the vehicle and any box which is above the 
general height of the load must have at least one cross lashing, 
more depending on weight and size;

3. Sacked loads whether sealed or open, must have cross lashings 
and sheeting to prevent the probable accidents and loss of any 
loose materials from the vehicle; 

4. Bricks must be loaded in such a way that their height is not 
exceeding the height of the surrounding body; 

5.  When mixed items are loaded, longitudinal lashings and 
separators must be used to separate the loaded items depending 
on their type; 

6.  If the material to be transported is in bales (hay, cloth etc), the 
whole load should be covered with a sheet; 
 

7. Without looking down on the above points, items loaded in 
containers must not exceed the container’s body and well 
locked.  

Article 6. Engineering Plant. 

Heavy engineering plants shall be transported on purpose built vehicles 
specifically designed to provide easy loading and unloading facilities. 
 
These plants must have a low platform height and provided with 
adequate anchorage points for attaching the lashings.     
 

The materials used for tying down schemes for engineering plant will 
be limited to chains, steel wire rope, webbing and their associated 
tensioning and coupling devices.

Article 8. Carriage of Dangerous Goods. 
 
The transporters of dangerous goods, such as toxic, corrosive, 
explosive, or flammable materials, must know how to store and secure 
these cargoes properly, whether they are carried in tanks or 
packagings.  
The carriers of these goods must have warning signs to mark packages 
and vehicles carrying dangerous goods. 
 
Article 9: Prerequisites for Transport authorization issuance 
 
9.1 For an individual  
 A person applying for a Goods transport authorization must submit the 
following: 

a) Certificate of inspection; 
 
 

b) Insurance (Not less than 6 months period) for the driver, 
conductor and the carried goods; 
 

c) Vehicle identification card; 
d) Payment of registration fees given once in the following 

manner 
 

� Fifty thousand francs (50 000 Rwf) for   vehicles with the 
capacity to carry from 500kg to 1tonne, 
 

� One hundred thousand (100.000Rwf) for vehicles having 
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ubushobozi bwo kwikorera kuva kuri toni imwe (1tonne) 
kugeza kuri eshanu (5tonne),  

� Ibihumbi ijana na mirongo itanu (150.000frw) ku 
binyabiziga bifite ubushobozi bwo kwikorera imizigo 
kuva kuri toni eshanu  kuzamura.

The Regulatory Agency shall determine the phasing out of the 
authorization of this category. 
 
9.2 Transport Company’s requirements.  
A transport company applying for a license to operate must fulfill the 
following: 
 

a) The number of vehicles a Transport Company must possess to 
be granted a license: 
 

-  For vehicles with capacity to carry from 500kg to one tone, the 
operator must have at least eight (8) vehicles. 

 
-  For vehicles with capacity to carry from   one tone (1) to 

five(5) tones, they should be at least six (6) vehicles in number; 
 

-   For the vehicles with capacity to carry from    five (5) tones 
and above, the operator must have at least four

h) Annual payment of 1% of turnover as fixed by the Ministerial 
decree n	 4/DC/04 of 7th June 2004. 
 

Article 13: Time frame for license issuance.   
 

Any operator, having submitted the required documents suggested in 
this Board decision, gets a response in Fourteen days (14) from the 
submission date. Failure to comply with this timeframe will call for 
explanations.

Article 15: Infringement of law during transit Transport 
 
In the event of any infringement in the Rwandan territory during road 
transit transport the Rwandan regulatory Agency shall take appropriate 
measures suggested by this Board decision and other prevailing laws in 
Rwanda. 
 
Article 16: Liability on the lost goods  

 
In case of total or partial loss of goods, the transporter of Goods shall 
be liable to the quantity of goods lost plus penalties of 20 percent of 
the total amount of goods lost. 
 

Article17: The Delay to deliver the   merchandises   
The Transport Operator is responsible for any delay during the 
transport contract and should repair the delay accordingly.  
The two parties should themselves get the common understanding, 
failure of which shall call for RURA’s intervention. 
 
However, the goods transport operator shall not be liable for any loss, 
damage or delay in delivery if the delay is due to natural hazards 
beyond human control
   
 
Article 19: Penalties.  
Every operator, be it an individual or an organization, must abide by 
the provisions of this Board decision

5. Kutageza ibyikorewe aho bigomba kujya bihanishwa ihazabu ingana 
n’amafaranga ibihumbi magana atanu (500.000frw). 

6. Gupakira ibintu mu buryo bunyuranije n’iki cyemezo bihanishwa 
ihazabu y’amafaranga ibihumbi ijana (100.000Frw) ;  

7. Gukora ibindi byose binyuranye niki cyemezo bihanishwa : 

a. Ihazabu iri hagati y’amafaranga  y’u Rwanda 50.000 kugera 
kuri 2.000.000 yishyurwa kuri konti y’Ikigo Ngenzuramikorere 
iri muri Banki Nkuru y’u Rwanda (B.N.R) no 120.11.27; 

b. Kwamburwa uruhushya rwo gukora mu gihe cy’amezi atatu ; 

Failure to comply with this decision, will be subject to the penalties 
here below: 
 

1. Operating as a transporter of goods without a license will pay a 
fine amounting to five hundred thousand (500.000Rwf) 

 
2. Operating with expired authorization/license will lead to 

payment of three hundred thousand (300.000Rwf); 
 
 

3. Operating in a zone not prescribed  in the license, will lead to a 
fine of  two hundred and fifty thousand (250.000Rwf); 

4. Failure to adhere to the fares set by the Regulatory Agency will 
to a penalty of two hundred thousand (200.000Rwf);  

 
5. Failure to take the carried goods to the agreed upon destination 

leads to a five hundred thousand (500.000Rwf) fine and take 
them to the destination ; 

6. Loading system contrary to this decision shall be subject to a 
hundred thousand fine (500.000Frw); 
 

7. All other malpractices contrary to this decision shall be subject 
to: 

a. A Fine ranging from 50.000 to 2.000.000Rwf payable on RURA’s      
account no 120.11.27 in the National Bank of Rwanda ; 
 

b) Withdrawal of the license for a period of three (3) months; 
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c. Kwamburwa uruhushya rwo gukora burundu.
